Dear Downtown Sidney supporters, 

Last spring, Sidney Alive took an important step forward when we moved our offices to 101 S. Ohio Ave.,
sharing space with the Sidney-Shelby Economic Partnership and the Sidney-Shelby County Chamber of 
Commerce. At the time, we talked about how this move wasn’t just about office space. It was about 
something bigger: collaboration. And over the past year, we’ve started to see that collaboration take 
shape in meaningful ways. 

One recent example was the “From What If to Why Not” workshop, designed for people in our community
who have thought about starting a business but weren’t sure where to begin. Combining our efforts 
alongside several experienced community leaders, we were able to offer guidance, encouragement, 
and practical next steps for aspiring entrepreneurs. And I suspect we will begin seeing the fruit of that labor 
soon. 

This spirit of partnership is also shaping one of our most beloved spring traditions: the Downtown Easter 
Egg Hunt. This year, we’re excited to introduce a new addition in partnership with the Shelby County 
Department of Developmental Disabilities — an Inclusive Egg Hunt event designed to make sure children
of all abilities have the chance to participate and enjoy the fun. It was a great idea, but also one that 
reflects something we care deeply about: making downtown a place where everyone feels welcome and
 included. 

If there’s one thing I’ve learned in this role, it’s that the best things happening downtown rarely come 
from one organization alone. They come from people and groups who are willing to roll up their sleeves, 
work together, and believe in what’s possible for this community. And that’s exactly what we’re seeing 
more and more of. 

So whether you’re attending the Easter Egg Hunt, stopping by a downtown business, or simply cheering
on the continued growth of our downtown, know that you’re part of something bigger — a community 
that believes in collaboration, creativity, and the future of Sidney.
